Last month | told you
about a wonderful redfish trip
to Texas. This month | want
to share a local trip that was
equally fantastic. The day
started at 10 AM loading the
boat and launching at the
Sanibel boat ramp. We knew
something was up when we
immediately saw  several
boats by the causeway
catching Spanish mackerel
feeding on the bait pods. As
we picked up our cage with
pinfish caught the day before,
we were startled by two big
kings smashing bait right
next to our boat. As we
traveled out through Redfish
Pass, more bait, more fish —
Spanish, kings, bonita, and
who knows what else. (Kevin
reports tarpon under some of
the bait.)) It was clear that
something special was going
on. Boy, were we right!

We had planned on going
out 30-40 miles on this calm
day, but we never got that far.
Every stop produced great
“catching”. Big grouper (8-13
Ibs.), amberjack (23-40 Ibs),
school dolphin, snapper and
triggerfish filled the fish box.
When we pulled anchor about
8:30 PM, the stars were
spectacular, water calm, and
the boat skimmed in through
Redfish like a dream. It
doesn’t get any better!
